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Social Workers’ Acceptance for Illegal Abortive Women
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The Objectives of this research were to study the acceptance of
social workers for illegal abortive women, factors related to acceptance
and method of study would be demonstrated in the study. Some suggestions
were also provided for the next study. Independence variables of the study
were : age, hometown, premarital sexual relationship, attitude towards
gender equality, interaction with abortive women and liberal opinion.

The population unit of the study was social workers in the state
hospitals of Bangkok. Research instrument of the study was mailed
questionnaire. Data analysis was processed through SPSS PC*. Statistical
method was : percentage, mean, chi-square and gamma. Level of statistical
significance was set at .05.

The study revealed that social workers accepted abortive women in
a high rate. Variables of age. hometown and premarital sexual relationship
of social workers were not related. to the acceptance for illegal abortive
women all of which rejected hypothesis. For attitude towards gender
equality. interaction with abortive women and liberal opinion of social
workers expressed significant relation to acceptance for illegal abortive

women at the level of .05. Hypotheses for this part were accepted.
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
