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ABSTRACT

The study was firsily, to investigate the congruity of agreement between parents’
and grandparents’ attitudes in 4 different aspects of child-rearings : beliefs and philosophy,
satisfying children’s basic ‘needs, socialization practices_and promotion for children’s
development; secondly, to compare learning readiness and prosocial behavior of children in
the families where different amounts of intergenerational conflicts in child-rearings existed,
and to compare these two variables in families where educational levels of parents and those
of.grandparents differed.

The samples were those from three generations in each family thatyhived 'in
Bangkok and nearby provinces. The samples consisted of 100 preschool children,.l100pairs of
parents-grandparents (mostly mothers and grandmothers) of the children, and 20 teachers of
preschooi-Centers. . The research instruments were 3 questionnaires : Child-rearing practices
scaley, Prosocial behgvior characteristics of children scale, and Children’s learning readiness
inventory.

The.research found-that the child care attitudes 0f-parenis and grandparents were
to be significantlysand-positively correlated.  The relationships between the child care
attitudes of the twongenerations were_significantly icorrelated with regards to the aspect of
philosophy and belief, andwith-the.aspect of promotion.of child’s growth and development.
However, the relationships betweén™thexchild=care¥@ttitudes of the two generations were
correlated to a lesser extent with regards to the aspect of child basic need satisfaction, and to
the aspect of child socialization.

There were no differences in children’s learning readiness and prosocial behavior
characteristics in the families where different amounts of international conflicts on child-rearing
existed and children in the families where educational attainments of the pair or parents and
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grandparents differed were found to be similar in their learning readiness but different in
prosocial behavior characteristics.
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
