AND SELF CARE AGENCY IN HIV INFECTZD PEOPLE

At present,  HIV infection is one of the most serious infectious disease, It is important
issuess of the world — because HIV infection effect to socio-economics, medical and health care
system in every country. The number of HIV Infected people have increased each vear and
expand to all cluster, sex and age. These HIV infected people are suffering both physiology from
oppurtunistic disease and psyco-sociology.  They are expe iencing feelings of suffer, hopelessness
and self-wortness. It may consequently decrease life satisfaction and self care agency. Thus, the
researcher has developed supportive nursing care in order 1o the purpose of the study was evaluate
the effects of supporiive nursing care on life satisfaction and self care agency of HIV infected people
It wiss developed based on Orem's self care theory especially in supportive educative system by the
researcher. Quas-Experiment method was implemented. Forty HIV infected person were
purposively selected for this experiment.  The sample was divided equally into two groups.  The
twenty of HIV infected person were assigned as an exgeriment group who received supportive
nursing care  from the researcher.  The others were assigned as a control group who  received
routine nursing care.  Data were analyzed by using ANZOVA. The results indicate that the
experiment group had a significaritly higher scores on life satisfaction and self care agency than
the control group (F < .01)

The result o this study, supports the Orem' s self care theory that system of nursing is
more important for developmental ability of man. The ralationship between nurses and patients,
proper heaith educations promote to the patient's quality of life. The researcher recommends
that nurses should implement supportive nursing care method in order to promote life satisfaction
and self care agency in HIV infected person.  Thus, they will be able 10 cope with their problems

and properiy maintain their lives.
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
